Butchers: Must offer local meats for sale and identify with signage. Be working to
increase local meat offerings and make them an increasing percentage of sales
Wineries: “Native to Region” wine license and must use own grapes and/or fruit or
purchase grapes/fruit within the region

Cheese Makers and other Food Processors: Primary ingredients must be locally
grown. Primary market must be within the region
